Minutes – Minutes of the March 11, 2006, annual meeting were read and approved.

Certifying Quorum - Mary Ann, from Coastal Management, certified that there was a quorum of  83.

Bylaws Amendment – Results of voting for the Bylaws amendments were 78-Yes, 2-No, and 7 Exceptions.  The Bylaws amendments passed.

I.R.S. Resolution – Results of voting to carry-over budget surplus to the next year were 82-Yes, 0-No.  The resolution passed.

Approval of 2007 Budget – Results of voting for the 2007 proposed budget were 81-Yes, 0-No.  The budget passed.  It was noted that, once again, there will be no increase in Association dues.

Election of Directors – The following were elected to the Board:  Diane Gayhart, Mary Greenough, Steve Orr, Diane Overbeek, Bill Persons, Jim Sosnowski, and Melvin Sweat.

The meeting was recessed to allow the board to reorganize.  Following the recess, the new officers for the year were announced:  Bill Persons, President, Jim Sosnowski, Vice President, Diane Gayhart, Treasurer, and Diane Overbeek, Secretary.  Upon motion made and seconded, the officers were approved.

Other Business

Treasurer’s Report – Total current assets are $118,680.96; total liabilities are $87,010.85.

Waterways – Steve Orr reported that during the past year he has been working with the U. of Florida testing the canals on a regular basis.

Architect – The number of plans submitted for new homes has slowed significantly.

Clearing of land adjacent to Sea Bass – Recently the owner of the land between Jewfish, Bluefish, Sea Bass and Shoal Line has been clearing some of the land.  Bill Persons has spoken with him.  He assured Bill that, at the present time, he has no plans to develop the parcel, would like to retain a good relationship with the homeowners’ association, and will send a letter to the association regarding his intentions.  There was some discussion about the possibility of the Association purchasing some of the parcel
