The Secretary read an abridged version of the July 19 meeting.  

Treasurer’s Report – There was no Treasurer’s report.

Committee Reports

Adopt-A-Road – Volunteers should meet at the boat ramp at 8:00 a.m. this coming Saturday.  

Architect –  Pool cages being constructed within our stated setbacks has become an issue.  As recommended by our management company’s attorney, the Board approved a re-affirmation regarding enforcement of this requirement.  It will be published in the next newsletter.

Bulletin Board – Construction of the new bulletin board has been delayed while re-applying for the permit.  The area by the boat ramp must be rezoned as recreational.

Deed Restrictions – Frank Mortell reported that yard maintenance currently seems to be the biggest problem.  Congratulations to Doug and Mary Kinney who were the first winners of the “Yard of the Month” award.

Grounds – Mowing of vacant lots is scheduled for the near future.  They are mowed about 8 –9 times a year at a cost of about $3,000 each time.  As the lots have become quite long between cuttings, it was recommended that the cost and better maintenance be reviewed.

Legal – The recently approved Bylaws will be published in the next newsletter.

Social – The Octoberfest is scheduled for Saturday, Oct. 13, at 4:00 p.m. under the tent on Seabass.

Nothing new for the following committees: Boat Ramp, Crime Watch, Garden, Waterways, Welcome, Political Action, Waterways, Web Site.

Other Business:

Boat Lift – Jim Garrett reported that three major repairs are scheduled for the boat lift: 1) replace the entire mechanism; 2) replace the dock; 3) repair the cement islands.

Dredge Update – Bill reported that the dredge is on schedule and funds are reserved.  Permits should be issued in October, the project started in early 2008, and it will take approximately a year to complete.
